Fixation: Alcohol, 80% (F-12) or Neutral Formalin, 10% (F-114)

Sections: Paraffin or frozen

PROCEDURE:

1. Deparrafinizeand hydrateto distilled water.

2. Place sectionin Silver Nitrate, 5% (C-207-1) for 10-60 minutes and exposeto strong
light. Washindistilled water.

3. Exposeto bright but diffuse daylight 10-60 minutes. Wash in distilled water.

4. Clear excesssilver with Sodium Thiosulfate, 5% (C-207-2) 2-3 minutes. Wash in
distilled water.

5. Counterstain 20-30 secondsin Safranin O, (C-207-3).

6. Dehydratein 95% Alcohal, (D-11) and Absolute Alcohol (D-10).

7. Passthrough Alcohol-Xylene (C-122), Xylene (C-120) andBalsam.
