Embedded in:  Paraffin 

 

Staining:   
1. Deparaffinize and hydrate to distilled water. 

2. Stain in Weigert’s Working solution for 5-6 minutes. 

  

*Weigert’s Working Solution is prepared by mixing equal parts of: 

  

 Weigert’s Iron Hematoxylin A (F-350-4) and  

Weigert’s Iron Hematoxylin B (F-350-5) 

 

3.  Wash in water. 

4. Stain in Biebrich Scarlet, 0.2% (F-352-1) for 4 minutes.  Rinse in water. 

5. Stain in Picric Aniline Blue Solution (F-352-2) for 4-5 minutes. 

6. Transfer directly to Acetic Acid, 1% (F-352-7) for 3 minutes. 

7. Dehydrate, clear and mount in synthetic resin.
